I am pleased to report that in 2004, funding to our projects abroad
represented 85.5 percent of our expenses, with 7.2 percent of expenses going for
U.S.-based services to our sponsors and monitoring of our projects (program
support services), 4.1 percent for administration and just 3.2 percent for inviting
new sponsors (fund raising).

By the grace of God, I spend about 70 percent of my days and nights in the
CFCA projects around the world. I am inspired by so many dedicated families
taking excellent care of their children, despite great challenges. I am also inspired
by the love of the sponsors, donors and project workers for the children, youth and
aging. I am grateful to all those who make CFCA’s personal outreach possible.

We work so that others might live more freely and in the process, we are set
free ourselves.

Grounded in Catholic social teaching, CFCA sponsorship offers a way for all people
of good will to participate personally in the call to live in solidarity as one human
family and put the needs of the poor and vulnerable first. CFCA’s commitment is to
connect an individual sponsor with an individual sponsored person. We honor and
encourage the very real human relationships that are formed between sponsors and
their sponsored friends, and we strive to deliver the maximum amount of benefits
and quality programs for the holistic development of the sponsored children, youth
and aging persons.

Nutrition

Breakfast and lunch programs, supplemental feeding programs for the malnourished
and regular allotments of food staples are some of the ways CFCA projects address
nutritional needs of sponsored children, youth and aging persons.

Education

Sponsorship supports education by helping students with tuition and school fees,
books, school supplies, uniforms and other needs. A scholarship program supported
by general donations provides assistance to students in vocational training or college.

Help to families
Many CFCA projects offer assistance to help families of sponsored children learn
new skills and earn additional income, make housing repairs, secure

farm animals or obtain loans to start small businesses.

Clothing and medical care
Shoes and basic clothing items enhance the comfort and self-
esteem of sponsored friends. Medical care, which may include
checkups, medicines, emergency care and basic dental care, is

available in many areas.

Encouragement
An important benefit of sponsorship is receiving
encouragement from someone who cares. Sponsors and
sponsored friends learn from and encourage each other
through friendships nurtured by prayer, letters and
photographs. Sponsors are invited to travel abroad
to visit CFCA projects and meet their sponsored
friends. In 2004, CFCA hosted 434 participants on
22 mission awareness trips to 12 countries.
